The
organization was strongly inspired by the Black Panther Party which had established a firm base in
the neighboring city of Chicago, adopting the party military-style uniforms, radical rhetoric ...

But it was the Black Liberation Army, known as the BLA and a violent offshoot of the Black Panther
Party, that posed the greatest threat to police. Loosely led by the Panther leader Eldridge Cleaver,
then in exile in Algeria, the group emerged in May 1971 with a pair of attacks on New York
policemen that left two cops dead; there were later ambush attacks on police in San Francisco and
Atlanta as well.
